Preservation: May 2004 Meeting Summary:

While the weather at Crotched Mountain was foggy and wet, the topic and questions
were anything but foggy, as archivist Anne Ostendarp, led the group through the
reasons for, and details of basic archival preservation. The material presented was
especially useful to many of the thirty three attendees who came as visitors or as new
rmembers to NHAG. Qur thanks to Anne and to the staff of Crotched Mountain.

New Hampshire/New England Archives Week:

As is traditional for New Hampshire governors, Governor, Craig Benson, has joined
other New England governors by proclaiming Novernber 7 - 13, 2004 as New
Hampshire Archives Week. As part of this years activities, the NH State Historical
Records Advisory Board (NH SHRAB) has established an awards program to
racognize outstanding efforts in archives and records work in New Hampshire. By
publicly recognizing excellent achievements, the Board hopes to inspire others and
honor deserving individuals or institutions within their own communities.

Awards will be presented by the NH SHRAB Board during New England Archives
Week: November 7 — 13, 2004. Two awards will be presented: an Award for Archival
Achievement and an Award for Excellence in the Educational Use of Historical Records.
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MNH State Library Conservation License Plate Awards, 2004

This year, the Town of Northwood received $875 to preserve two 1860 paper
documents. The Deerfield Historical Society was awarded $2,900 to conserve two
documents, including the 1920 checklist of voters containing the names of all women
whao registered to vote after the passage of the Women's Suffrage Act. The Town of
Naorthfield plans to preserve 19th century town meeting records and a town road book
dated 1782 with a grant of $3,025. The Town of Bow will preserve Town Meeting
records 1970 — 1979 with their award of $3040. The Rye Historical Society was
granted $3,760 to process and write a finding aid for town records dated 1731-1942.
The Berlin Public Library will use $4,240 to microfilm five years of the Berlin Daily Sun.
The NH Division of Archives and Records Management will preserve Manuscript Acts of
the General Court spanning the years dated 1865-1868 with a grant of $6,304. The
Towns of Hill and Merrimack each received an award of $10,000 to preserve town
records dating back to the 1700s.

The grant deadline was changed last year, grants for 2005 must be submitted by
May 2, 2005

Aviation Historical Society & Archives Preserves New Hampshire's 1937 Airport
Terminal
Barbara D. Miles: Executive Director and Archivist. New Hampshire Aviation Historical Society

Built as one of the Works Progress Administration (WPA) projects that sprinkled New
Hampshire with unique, useful structures and employed hundreds of Granite State
residents, the 1937 airport terminal at Manchester, continues in service to the public.
Through a memorandum of agreement signed in 1895 by the City of Manchester, The
Federal Aviation Administration and NH Division of Historical Resources, the terminal
building has been preserved as an historic site and will become the only museum in
New Hampshire dedicated to the history of aviation.

In 1995, $1.1 million dollars was raised to move the terminal from its original location,
across two active runways to it permanent home, on the southeast side of the airport.
The move required accurate coordination between the movers, airport maintenance
staff and FAA. The move began at 6:30 P.M. on June 27, 2004, and by 1:00 A.M. on
June 28th, the terminal rested within one hundred yards of its new foundation. Joe
Labbey, Goffstown Falls historian, filmed the event for posterity.

Pilots who know how sacred the center line is when taking off and landing will
appreciate the professional care taken when FAA closed the east west runway for an
hour while the terminal crossed, then an hour later, re-opened it for traffic while
relinguishing control of the north south runway for the second crossing. . This is only the
third time in US history that a structure was moved across active runways. The
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
