Sponsored by Representatives Cynthia Dokmo of Amberst
and Richard Leone of Sunapee, HBL151 inchudes language
in a5 “Trtent™ that states: “local governments are
responsible for the proper management, preservanon, and
accessibility of their records, ver povernment officials lack
the knowledge, skill, or expertise 1o develop effective
records management programs. s a result, many of these
records are rapidly detetiorating due to the kack of proper

preservation measuees,”
