The Sandwich Historical Society, founded in 1917, has
been collecting artifacts, artwork, photographs and
documentary evidence related to the history of the several
villages that make up the Town of Sandwich. As a result, a
very large collection of documents, diares, account books,
vital records, scrapbooks, cemetery records, genealogies,
maps, etc. have formed the basis for a wonderful research
archives related specifically to the people who have lived in
Sandwich since 1767. The people of Sandwich have been
generous with their donations of artfacts and documents to
the Society, and the trustees and staff take serously their

charge to "collect and preserve”.

One of the ourstanding contributions of the Sociery has
been the publication of an " Annual Excursion”. Onginanng
in 1920 with a members' picnic and day-vizit to a local
histonic site in Sandwich on the second Sundav each August
during O/ Home [Feek, this publicanon has served as
another documentation of the oral and wntten history of
the town. Most of the eatly founders of the Society were
born in the late nineteenth century, and knew many of the
old folks from pre-civil war penod, allowing them the
upique opportunity of recording for posterity those early
remembrances. The "Annual Excursion” continues today,
serving as an historical account of the town and the Sociery
for the vear, including additonal ropics such as land
rransfers, a necrology, and reports from various rown
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
